STOP PRESS - EVEN THE ABC!

THE FOLLOWING ARTICLE WAS TAKEN FROM THE BICESTER ADVERTISER PUBLISHED ON THURSDAY March 6™ 2025.

“Bicester City Council has announced that the suburbs of Chesterton, Wendlebury, Bucknell & Caversfield will
no longer carry these titles as the areas are now fully integrated into the city.

Readers will be aware that Chesterton is a much smaller area now following the development of the dual
carriageway along Akeman Street in 2023 to join Bicester directly to the A34M. This was due to the terrible
traffic congestion which existed in the whole area from 2012 and the now famous Easter Weekend when a
culmination of accidents on the M40 and in Bicester kept visitors to Bicester Village car bound for 24 hours.”

This month Cherwell District Council published details of the Eco Suburb to be built along Howes Lane and Lords 000
Houses - Buildings for 5000 Jobs - 10,000 Cars. This is on top of the 2500 houses on Whiteland’s Farm (the SW
Option) and the Business Park (next to Wyevale) both of which will add several thousand more cars and car trips.

The Parish Councils are trying to stop this but direct action by you is necessary.

If you have not already written to Cherwell giving your views, do it now. Councillor Michael Gibbard, portfolio holder
for planning and housing, is keen to hear the views of local people before the executive committee meets on 30
March.

ECO TOWNS

The prospect of an Eco Town of 15,000 houses being built at Weston on the Green, known as Weston Otmoor, is opposed
by both Cherwell District Council and Oxfordshire County Council. Cherwell District Council as part of its effort to oppose
Weston Otmoor, have suggested to the Government, that they consider an alternative site at North West Bicester to
provide an eco suburb of a minimum of 5.000 houses.

The proposed site covers 862 acres of green field agricultural land, bordered by the Banbury Road and the Bicester Road /
Middleton Stoney Road and is north west of Howes Lane and Lords Lane. It would be just over 500 yards from the M40
motorway bridge and very close to Bucknell. If local villages are concerned about this proposal, Cherwell District Council's
Executive Committee will be making a decision on this very important issue, at 6.30pm on Monday 30th March at the
council offices in Bodicote. Your presence will demonstrate your concern. You may speak at the meeting provided that

you give notice by 9am. on the previous Friday. Middleton Stoney Parish Council.

At our AGM the Committee were voted in en bloc, with one new member added. June Pearce was re-elected President.
Stephen Pryor then gave a very interesting talk about prisons. He asked our views and suggested that the only reason for
prisons which might explain the large numbers locked up and the current building programme is the wish to banish
offenders — to 'put them away' — which we do more than most countries other than America which locks up five times as
many. The other reasons could usually be met more effectively and cheaply outside prison, preferably in the community
they belonged to. Using prison to punish often punished others while the prisoner lived comfortably and very expensively
inside with no responsibilities.

He gave a history of imprisonment which showed the different ways of excluding offenders. Judges had once had to go
round and empty local prisons. The present system excludes them inside the community in prisons.

There were lots of questions which showed how important we felt the issues are.
