From our gardening correspondent             by David Jones 
 

Broad beans and other produce 
 

The heavy rains at the beginning of July were a good test of the cane and string method for supporting 

broad beans. A few plants were damaged, but overall the experiment is a success. Although there is no doubt 

that using metal ‘canes’ makes for easier management, they are expensive and the ones we had (recycled 

from a totally different use) are a little too short.  

 

We have also tried Potato Patio Planters for the first time this year.  The excess tubers from our normal 

planting were put into three planters. Following the instructions, we started with a small covering of compost 

and as the shoots grew, so we added more compost. We have harvested two of the planters.  The crop from 

each lasted three to four days.  Each planter was then replanted with a later maturing variety of potato.  

This was another experiment that worked satisfactorily for us, but I expect we should have done even 

better. 

 

Our two blackcurrant bushes gave a good yield again this year.  A statement in an advert in the Bicester 

Advertiser of 9th July that blackcurrants are native British fruit needs some comment.  Over a long time, 

Clive Stace of the University of Leicester has studied plants introduced into the British Isles and in his 

‘New Flora of the British Isles’ (1991) he lists Red,   Black and Flowering Currants as ‘probably introduced’. 

The Gooseberry, which is also a member of the genus Ribes, is stated as being ‘probably native’.  The criteria 

used to determine whether or not a species is native are complex, but important factors with cultivated 

plants depends on the distribution away from obvious cultivation and how similar the plants in ‘the wild’ are to 

the cultivated ones. Although not very clear with the Ribes species, the situation with Red and White Clover 

is much more obvious.  The wild forms are smaller, less vigorous, very widely distributed and clearly of less 

use in agriculture.  These clovers are native. 

 

The crab apple (Malus sylvestris) is native, but the domestic apple was developed independently in several 

different parts of the world and became an important crop following the introduction of grafting, a 

technique perfected by the Romans.  The varieties commonly grown today have been bred in many different 

countries.  Granny Smith, for example, was bred in Australia.  (Why?  Ed)

Rector’s letter 

 

Dear Friends, 

‘The best things in life are free’ 

 

So sing ABBA in their song ‘Money, money, money.’  Chatting with people, the subject often comes around to the 

area of finance, or the lack of it. Sometimes the topic is unemployment, sudden redundancy, house prices, or even 

the cost of the weekly shop.  

The prices in the supermarket create interesting comparisons. You can buy one melon for £1.80 or two melons for 

£2. ‘Buy one get one free’ – now that’s a good one. We may not need two bags of apples or two bottles of 

shampoo, but who can resist free gifts?  We all like to think we are getting something for nothing, even when deep 

down, we know that it is all a ploy on the part of the shops to make us spend more than we intended. It is worth 

pointing out that the average household throws away £400 worth of food each year.  There was a wrongly 

handwritten sign in Tesco by the ice cream – ‘Special two for three offer’ – the offer wasn’t on for long! 

But what about giving something for nothing?  That’s a different matter. It is part of human nature to feel resentful 

when we think we are being taken advantage of. You know the kind of friend who is always asking for help but 

gives nothing in return. Resentment can quickly ruin a friendship. Or at work, we can become resentful and envious 

of those who seem to do less work for more money. The world we live in is one in which we expect to get what we 

pay for and to be rewarded for what we do.  

The message of the Gospel is very good news. Something is free. Rather, someone is free.  St Paul writes that the 

wages of sin is death, but the [free] gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.  I have been teaching a prayer 

in some of the schools. It is a prayer called ‘The grace.’ The first line is: ‘The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ’, and I 

have been explaining that ‘grace’ is God’s free gift to the world in Jesus. To help explain this, the children are 

asked to pretend they have a gift on their lap, and I ask them to take hold of the gift. God welcomes all of us to 

take his free gift, the gift of Jesus, who freely gave his life for us on the cross.  Someone once described ‘Grace’ as 

God’s Riches At Christ’s Expense. So at least one thing in life is free, and like any gift worth having, take it and say 

thank you.

There is also at 

least one „child friendly‟ informal service taking place at 11 a.m which appears to be attractive to families and is becoming 

increasingly popular in several churches. 

 

The „ministry‟ team has grown considerably in the past year with two clergy, Derek and Jane, as well as two lay ministers, 

Paul and Mike to share the work load! Other church members are also willing to lead a service which means a whole range 

of skills and talents are being experienced within the seven churches. 

 

After some caffeine sustenance, we turned our attention to the 2010 Mission due to take place in May next year. A team 

from an organisation called „Through Faith Mission‟ is coming to help facilitate a week‟s programme although there is much 

preparation and planning to do before then. In „buzz‟ groups we shared ideas of the kind of events that might be attractive to 

our neighbours and friends as we hope to share our faith. 

 

Following lunch we turned our attention to plan for a children‟s holiday club in August 2010.There was much enthusiasm as 

this would be a first for the benefice and a great deal of fun for many children and adults alike !  Finally we had a brainstorm 

of ideas of which we will no doubt hear more in due course.
