Chesterton Parish Council  
The Parish Council met on the 6th. It was agreed to install white roadside gates on the roads to the Red Cow (before the first bend) and from 

the A4095 near the Chesterton Signs to improve the “village appearance” and try to slow traffic earlier. The hedges hiding the playing field 

are to be lowered following another small fire. A letter was handed in by Annabelle Ashdown (Aged 12) asking the PC to investigate the 

possibility of a Village Shop. This was discussed in detail including the need for at least £30,000, village shareholders, lack of suitable 

premises at present and management. This has now been handed to the Village Plan Committee to incorporate in the draft plan. Oxford CC 

replied regarding Chesterton‟s traffic problems and further actions agreed.

Here is the latest Bicester rural neighbourhood update from WPC 437 Caroline Brown.    
In relation to crime below is a summary of the months reported crimes in relation to your villages.  
An insecure vehicle was entered in Chesterton and money stolen and three vehicles were broken into in Middleton Stoney 
where index plates and power tools were stolen. 



 

There were 9 non dwelling burglaries reported, 8 were in other villages and 1 in Middleton Stoney where plant machinery was 
stolen. We have seen an increase in the theft of scrap metal, copper piping and lead along with trailers and horse boxes.please 
be extra vigilant and if you see anything suspicious then please contact the police 
 A male has appeared in court and pleaded guilty to two possessions of drugs following a recent warrant in Fritwell.The 

investigation into the recent arson attacks is still ongoing by police. Another male has been arrested and charged for a criminal 
damage to a car in Ambrosden earlier in the year.   In relation to speeding: speed checks have been carried out in Middleton 

Stoney during the month when 5 tickets were issued and 6 cautions given to speeding motorists.

One of the perks of editing the Parish Magazine was the chance to interview 

some of the people in the Benefice who make life that bit more worth living in 

our community.  So why not the ABC too. 

 

Geoffrey and Sylvia Strivens were among the first to make me welcome when I 

settled here and each has gone on to extend their kindness and share their good 

fortune and lovely house and garden with me and many others since then. 

Like me and many others they came to Chesterton in ignorance after a lifetime 

wandering round the world, keen to put down roots for their retirement and stay 

in central touch with their families.  And, also like me, they found in 

Chesterton a warmth  and a community which, as they say, has never been 

stronger than it is now.  Sylvia was a teacher, Geoffrey a lawyer and their 

children have followed in similar professions and they and the six grand-

children adore the beautiful home they have made here on its ancient site by the 

Gagle brook. 

 

Like many who retire they find much to do and have each chosen village 

activities as a focus, Sylvia with a wide range of organisation of parish-

connected activity, and Geoffrey, after early involvement with the very fruitful Church Fabric Restoration Committee, with a focus on the 

fairly invisible churchwarden job and its boundaries beyond the parish.  Sylvia remains the driving spirit behind the Chesterton Praise 

monthly service and Geoffrey is at last able to focus on family and garden after many years leading the Parochial Church Council.

From our gardening correspondent             by David Jones 
 

DEEP ROOTS 

 
The first person to be appointed to the research staff of the John Innes Horticultural Institution (JI) direct from 

University (1936) died in September aged 98,  What was he doing there? We all know about the composts, but the 

research during the 1930s and 1940s made enormous contributions to horticulture and basic science - in addition to the 

composts.  

 

The three Directors from the beginning of the JI in 1909 up to 1955 gave the staff free reign. So long as the planned 

work in horticulture for which the JI was established was done satisfactorily, the staff could turn to more basic 

research in plant genetics. Thus in parallel with the breeding of new varieties of primroses, polyanthus, sweet peas and 

roses,  raspberries and blackberries (e.g. Merton Thornless) apples, cherries (e.g. Merton Premier) and tomatoes that 

fed into the horticultural trade (and has continuing relevance today), the basic research made the JI the leading 

research establishment for genetics in Europe.  Many of the researchers there achieved very high reputations nationally 

and internationally.   

 

Dan Lewis* was appointed assistant in pomology in 1936 and began research on apples, pears and cherries.  The apples 

and pears were primarily for cider and perry orchards. The cherries were for cooking and baking as well as for dessert. 

Dessert cherry varieties were largely developed in France and, of course, have French names. The disadvantage for 

orchard growing of sweet cherries is that it requires two different varieties for reciprocal pollination and so fruit 

production is very dependent on the activity of bees. 

 

The most popular varieties were being grown at the JI at the time and Dan Lewis‟ boss, Morley Crane, had worked out 

that there was a number of groups of cherries that they called incompatibility groups. Members of the same group could 

not pollinate each other to produce cherries. Dan Lewis was able to use his school knowledge of Physics to devise a 

technique to treat cherry pollen with X-rays. This would cause mutations in some pollen grains such that they were able 

produce cherries when crossed with a variety of the same group.  He grew up over 2000 little cherry trees that could all 

produce cherries with their own pollen; that is they were self fertile.  Unfortunately at that time the powers that be in 

the Ministry of Agriculture decided that there was no point in continuing with research on cherries for growing them in 

England because the trade was withering away fast.  So at precisely the time when varieties became available to 

resurrect the trade, Dan‟s little trees „were dumped on the compost heap‟.  Fortunately a couple of the best were 

shipped to Canada where further crossing produced the current, very popular, self-fertile variety Stella. 
 

Dan „cashed in‟ on his research, however, because he was able to study the genetics, chemistry and physiology of the 

mechanisms of the incompatibility systems involved. His work earned him an international reputation in that field of 

research with researchers consulting him from all over the world even during the last ten years of his life.

Dear Friends 

 Honest to God 

Seen painted on the back of a bakers van – „No cakes kept in this van overnight!‟…a comical play on other inscriptions 

trying to prevent theft of electrical items or other valuable items from vehicles. You may have seen on the A34 large 

lorries parked overnight with a large back door open to prove they are empty.  Lead taken from church roofs, peoples 

oil tanks targeted. Is anything safe? I read of a garage that has installed a „stinger‟ that can be activated if someone 

attempts to leave without paying – a stinger will puncture your tyres! Living is expensive and costs are rising, but is it 

acceptable for people to cut corners and to be less honest and more self centred? I‟m offering the answer „no‟!! 

We had a great assembly time at Bletchingdon and Chesterton Schools. Firstly, we had the Old Testament story of 

King Ahab and Naboth.  Not sure of that one? In short, the King, despite all his wealth wanted the vines from the man 

next door. The man said no, so Jezebel, wife of the King, instructed that Naboth be stoned to death, and the King got 

his grapes. Rather drastic, but it shows the length that people will go to get their own way. On a lighter note, I set the 

pupils a situation to chat about which I saw the previous Saturday. In Milton Keynes a man stopped right in front of me 



 

as I walked along, he picked up a pound coin from the pavement, flicked it in the air, caught it, put it in his pocket and 

said „That‟s mine!‟ The simple question was, „Is this stealing?‟ There were some very interesting observations, “If he did 

not take it, someone else would have done”, “It is only a pound”, “The coin was lost so it was for anyone to take.”  

Things were rather different when I suggested we thought about £100 in an envelope being found on the floor – the 

view was that would really be stealing and the money should be taken to the police. The MP‟s still grapple with 

expenses; we all are challenged to be honest in all that we do. The truth of our hearts is seen in the honesty of our 

actions. Honesty is an age old issue – Isaiah wrote that „Justice is driven away, and right cannot come near. Truth 

stumbles in the public places, and honesty finds no place there‟ [Isaiah chapter 59 verse 14.] 

So be careful where the funds come from when you buy your next duck-house, and who really owns the pound coin you 

see on the floor?
