Cherwell has now issued its plan to 2026 which omits the “agreed” woodland and includes the Eco? Town on the NW Bicester
Farms. This is on show in Crown Walk and you have until April 19" to send your comments to Cherwell District Council.
Recently we circulated 345 yellow information sheets requesting you to write letters of complaint with a copy to the PC. There
was a great response of ONE (well done Terry Smith). How many will be moaning when even more traffic starts coming
through the village? Let’s hope a lot of you turned up at Tony Baldry’s meeting which was held on March 26" (Notes will be
in next month’s ABC).

Traffic talks continue with Oxford Highways and we will report on this next month.

A BIT OF HISTORY FROM CHESTERTON’S MINUTE BOOKS

March 1932. Chesterton’s boundaries change with the addition of parts of Kings End and the loss of a bit of Weston on the Green.

March 1939. The Parish Council minutes mention the forming of ARP Committees and in the next meeting in September 1939 they refer to
the Oxfordshire War Agricultural Committee and the need to grow more food. It even mentions forming an Allotment Association!!

Orlhthe 27" June a special meeting was held to “consider what provision was necessary for the public safety following the air attack on June
25" 1940.
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(No mention is made in 1914 about the first world war nor the end of the second except for a note in the April 1946 minutes saying they

would call a Parish Meeting to “consider whether any celebrations should be organised”)

Middleton Stoney

Parish Council
The normal bi-monthly parish council meeting took place on Monday 8 March. Councillor Charles Shouler attended to represent Oxon CC.

Village business

Members received a presentation from Mr. Tom McCulloch (Oxfordshire Rural Community Council) re the criteria for and potential development
of affordable housing within the village. Cherwell District Council is to conduct a rolling housing needs survey and members agreed that Mr.
McCulloch could conduct a housing needs survey within Middleton Stoney.

Repairs to the playground fence posts has been commissioned but work has not yet started. Grant aid is still being pursued.

Complaints had been received re dog fouling. Members deplored this insensitive activity albeit that is probably only a very small minority which
is responsible. It is to be hoped that bringing this matter to public attention will see an end to the problem.

Comment was also made re the vegetation growth which obstructs the unofficial footpaths within the village. Members suggested that this
should be cleared (without the use of herbicide) on a voluntary basis.

Oxon CC

The Chairman had warmly welcomed the return of Councillor Shouler and hoped that he was progressing satisfactorily towards a full recovery.
He continues to represent his constituents and remains a full OCC member.

Councillor Shouler said that OCC Council Tax would increase by 2.7%.

Income is reduced but costs are increased.

New houses not being built, therefore grant income down.

Further uncertainty over central government grants due to the comprehensive spending review.
Wage freeze within OCC but other costs are rising.

Over 5 years central staff will reduce by 10% (500 people).

2010/11 budget is manageable.

Cherwell District Council - Draft Core Strategy (DCS)

The DCS had been produced and consultation response required by 19 April. The Parish Council will formulate a response. NW Bicester
Ecotown is prominent within the DCS. The Chairman noted that should the Ecotown not go ahead then ‘plan B’ would be to develop at SW
Bicester (Phase 2) where land is already owned.

Ardley EfW:

The Viridor appeal will be heard at a public inquiry later this year but a date has not yet been confirmed. A group called “Communities Opposing
Ardley Incinerator” (COAI), made up of representatives of 3 parishes — Ardley with Fewcott, Bucknell and MS — has been formed to co-ordinate
a defence to the appeal. COAI has appealed for expert help and funding and at a public meeting held on 3 March MSPC had outlined the issues
to its parishioners. MSPC will make a financial contribution to COAIl and will also assist COAI in building a body of credible evidence on the
issues to present to the inquiry. OCC and CDC will also appear at the inquiry to defend the decision to refuse planning permission to Viridor
and will be represented professionally.

NW Bicester Ecotown:

Members noted the award of £9m to CDC from government in response to its initial request for £20m. Re DCS consultation response; in broad
terms NWB is set to provide too much housing, with too little infrastructure improvement promised and additionally food producing land is to be
utilized for this development which seems to conflict with recent DEFRA policy on better land use.

Councillor Shouler commented:

» OCC had changed its stance on the Ecotown from ‘neutral’ to ‘supportive’ to ensure that it remains informed and involved with
allocation of any grants.

»  Stated that, in his view, the traffic issues remain unresolved and believes that Halcrow (consultants) should re-run its traffic study in
the light of all the new developments recently proposed (e.g. Gavray Drive, Chesterton, NWB). He intends to lobby for such a study
with the cost to be met from the grant aid of £9m mentioned above.

»  He believes that NWB requires 3 primary schools and 1 secondary school over time. This would cost some £60m and such a sum
would drain the OCC budget for 5 years! No other indication yet as to where such funding may come from.

Cherwell DC
The Chairman reported that the CDC portion of Council Tax had not risen. He also reiterated that CDC remains opposed to the Ardley EfW.

Next Meeting
The next meeting will be the Annual Parish Meeting which will be followed by the AGM and Council Meeting and will be held on Tuesday 4 May
2010 in the Village Hall at 7.00pm.

From our gardening correspondent by David Jones

Counting the cost of a hard winter

There were scarcely any daffodils in flower for the 15" of March this year and it may well be that most will not be in
flower by the end of the month. Snowdrops have hung on long after their time of recent years. Hellebores were also
late, but our Cyclamen coum have been as good as ever.

The soil was still very cold until the middle of March and so the warm front with rain, promised at the end of the third
week, should have should have allowed some ‘early’ sowings in the allotment or vegetable garden by the end of the month.
A few warm days and the buds on peach, cherry and plum, but not apple, are beginning to swell.

With annual crops, the severe winter may have done no more that delay sowing, but for herbaceous plants, young shrubs
and frees the damage has still to be assessed. We are concerned about Lavateria, Fuchsia, Passiflora and possibly Cercis,
all of which have done well in recent years, are looking rather sad now. Hollyhocks are small but thriving. Spindle has
survived well in pot over winter and will be planted out shortly. Our Fremontodendron and Hydrangea anomola spp
petiolaris, both against walls, show new growth. We are surprised that the former has done so well because it is rated as
marginal with respect to surviving more than a few days of continuous frosts. Our autumn planted onions are a disaster.

The harsh winter should have reduced the number of pests we are likely to see this year, but the situation with bees
could be particularly interesting. The delay with spring flowers should give abundant food for bees and so their numbers
should increase rapidly this year. The survival of hive bees does depend on their management over winter, but bumble
bees and their relatives can usually struggle through the severest of English winters - their ancestors had plenty of
practice - and, all being well, will be active when the fruit trees flower. We can expect more overlap in the flowering time
of fruit trees this year which should make for good crops - given no more frosts.

It will be interesting to see what the professional growers have got through the winter for us to replenish lost plants.
On the other hand, we may have the opportunity to restock with plants we have not grown before.

PS. With the signs of growth everywhere perhaps this is a good time to repeat my request of last month. I would
welcome notes by readers about their experiences with crops and flowers so that I can include them in these notes and
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pass on the tips to others: davidjones159@btinternet.com should reach me, but please include a subject to your message

so that I can recognise the message as not SPAM.
